Alibagu, City of Ilagan,                                                       

Isabela last October 27, 2024. The was conscious. He suffered abrasion on right arm, right knee, 

and right foot. Driving under influence of liquor as verbalized by patient (DUI). After the Emergency 

Care Assistants (ECA) interventions, the patient was mediately brought to GFNDy Sr. Memorial 

Hospital for proper disposition.
