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The registration started upon the arrival of participants coming from the 19 Baragays of Luna, 
Isabela. Few minutes passed 8:00 in the morning; the program begun with the invocation and 
followed by the singing of the National Anthem. Afterwhich, the orientation of the different services 
the Provincial Government of Isabela offers. Mr. John Soriano, presented the different basic services 
and acknowledged focal personnel in charge in each services starting on Agriculture (BROs ASP, PPP, 
PSP, LAMFP, PAIWI and livelihood); Health (BROs Healthcare &PhilHealth); Insurance (BROs PNB Gen 
& SSS); Scholarship (BRO Education) for their children and Nutrition (BRO Lusog). 

 
Around 10:00 AM, was the arrival of Vice Governor Antonio T. Albano accompanied by Hon. 

Jaime N. Atayde and Provincial Administrator Atty. Noel Manuel R. Lopez. Five minutes passed 10:oo 
AM, Gov. Faustino G. Dy, III arrived at the venue while Dr. Arlene Lazaro discussing the BRO-LUSOG 
program to the participants. Subsequently, upon the arrival of Gov. Faustino G. Dy, III, the program 
highlights begun starting with the welcome address delivered by Mayor Jaime Atayde followed by 
Vice Gov. Antonio T. Albano. In his message he draw attention to solutions on environmental 
problems like El Niño in which almost 2 months ago a lot of agricultural land was in the state of 
calamity, therein, “tulong” for all farmers including the calamity funds and with the help of different 
both national and foreign agencies. Another is amounting 150,000.00 cash for financial assistance to 
every Barangay every year. Afterwards, Gov. Faustino G. Dy, III delivered his message. He 
acknowledged first the small, marginalize farmers, and the rest of the participants and the presence 
of Atty. Karen Abuan, and grateful to the LGU of Luna headed by Hon. Jaime Atayde, Barangay 
Officials headed by Noli Tamayo and the Provincial Capitol. Enclosed in his message were the 
different programs of the government that could be a great help to the people of Isabela, a letter to 
Pres. Aquino to stress out needed funds for National Food Authority, and additional fund for the 
Department of Agriculture. Price support in which, 1.50 centavos/ kilo specially the corn product, 
convergence project particularly Sierra Madre for hydro Dam to supply sufficient electric power  to 
the eastern part of Isabela for the use of marginalize farmers, 0 interest for farmers , phil. Crop 
Insurance for affected farmers in order to combat poverty in Isabela.  

 
The end of the program was the awarding of financial assistance to BRO-SSS beneficiaries. 

The ENR Office was able to serve Two-hundred sixty five (265) clientele from 19 Barangay and 

disposed a total of Two-hundred forty eight (248) assorted fruit bearing seedlings and 17 packs of 

fertilizer to wit:
