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1. Nursery Operations & Maintenance Works 
 

For the month of June, we have a seedling stock of 13,374 which comprises the 
seedling stock balance as of May 31 and the 500 assorted forest and fruit-bearing seedlings 
produced for this month. A total of 3,110 assorted seedlings and bamboo propagules were 
disposed: 2,000 during the conduct of Farmers’ Congress at the Municipalities of Cabagan and 
Dinapigue; 810 seedlings and bamboo propagules provided to requesting constituents; and 300 
planted during the tree planting activity at Dinapigue, Isabela in celebration of the Philippine 
Environment Month. However, 11.16% mortality rate was incurred hence left a remaining stock 
balance of 9,272 as of June 30, 2018.

3. Continuous operation and maintenance of Sitio Lagis Nursery and Reforestation 

Areas along IDRRIP by ISEP-TF Operatives assigned thereat.

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For this month, a total of 208 pieces of different species of CHW (Lumber and Flitches) with 

a total volume of Three Thousand Four Hundred Seventy Four and 60/100 (3,474.60) board feet 

and a total of 52 pieces of Narra Flitches with a volume of One Thousand Two Hundred Ninety 

Eight (1,298.00) board feet were apprehended in the conduct of forestry laws and enforcement 

activities thru the combine efforts of PGI-ENRO, ISEP-TF and partner agencies. These apprehended 

lumbers & flitches are under the custody of PGI-ENRO.

For the month of June 2018, 19,780.01 cu.m. quarry resources were extracted 
representing 1,584.53 cu.m. Boulders, 2,963.48 cu.m. G1/S1 and 15,265 cu.m. Mixed 
Gravel. From January to June, 2018, a total of 399,407.31 cubic meter of quarry resources 
were monitored to have been extracted.

8. Provincial Mining Regulatory Board (PMRB)  
 

The Provincial Mining Regulatory Board (PMRB) has conducted its 1st Regular Meeting 
last June 13, 2018 to deliberate Applications for Commercial Sand and Gravel and Quarry 
Permit as the main agenda. The meeting was also attended by the Permit Applicants and were 
given the opportunity to inquire on policies of permit issuances and tax payments.  
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On June 28, 2018, a special meeting was held with the agenda of finalizing the list of 
permit applicants who has satisfactorily completed all the necessary requirements. Upon 
further deliberation, 30 Commercial Sand and Gravel Permit Applicants were endorsed for 
approval by the Honorable Governor thru Resolution No. 01. In addition, update on the status 
of the applied Minahang Bayan area at the Municipalities of Dinapigue and Cordon was 
presented. Upon consideration of the issues being discussed, the Board unanimously approved 
thru Resolution No. 02 to seek clearance from DENR through the MGB Central Office for the 
declaration of the proposed Minahang Bayan without prejudice that the entire applied area be 
declared as Minahang Bayan. 

 
 
 

9.  Information Education and Communication (IEC) Activities 
 

June  13, 2018 – In response to the request of LGU Echague, personnel from this Office 
thru For. Rosemarie T. Zabala served as resource speaker during the conduct of Consultative 
Meeting with Stakeholders for the Proposed Riparian Project of the LGU. To gain social 
acceptance of the proposed project along Pinacanauan River traversing Barangays Gucab, 
Annafunan, Dugayong, Salay and Tuguegarao, riparian development was presented and 
discussed together with the speaker from the Isabela Higher Opportunities on Permaculture 
(HOP). The meeting was also attended by the Hon. Francis Faustino A. Dy, Municipal Mayor, 
where he conferred the plans of the LGU to address all the issues raised by the constituents.  

 
June 27, 2018 – Conducted IEC activities in celebration of Philippine Environment Month. 

The concerned ENR personnel discussed the importance of waste management, some facts 
regarding plastic pollution and practical tips on how to reduce plastic residuals in households and in 
schools that can be easily applied by the students. A short open forum then followed. The IEC was 
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conducted in two classrooms of Dinapigue Central School and three classrooms of Dinapigue

Government Unit (LGU) of Dinapigue organized a tree planting activity in celebration of 
Philippine Environment Month. The LGU personnel and the ENR personnel conducted 
site preparation activities in the identified planting areas at Dinapigue Park and on the 
available roadside areas. Actual planting activity was conducted and participated by 
PGI-Farmers’ Congress Team coming from different offices of the province, LGU of 
Dinapigue led by Mayor Reynaldo D. Derije, DENR-CENRO Sub-Office, media and other 
stakeholders. Around 300 assorted forest and fruit tree seedlings were planted by the 
participants on June 26, 2018. Clean-up activities (picking-up of polyethylene bags and 
other residuals around the planting area) were also conducted by ENR personnel during 
and after the planting activity.
