- Likewise, inmates who has knowledge in carpentry jobs, continuously
accepting furniture making as their source of meager income, carpentry tools
was already completed, through the initiative of the Provincial Warden.

- Lack of fire power.

- The procurement of fire power of this office is requested and highly
recommended to upgrade old and primitive hand guns which were issued to the
custodial force/prison guard since the activation of Isabela Provincial Jail.

- Additional custodial/prison guard to cope up the increase of PDLSs.
