5. Isabela’s Got Talent Kids Edition Grand 
Finals. The special edition showcased the 
talents of twelve (12) Isabeleño kids aged 6-
12 years old from the different cities and 
municipalities in the province. The Grand 
Champion received Php 50,000.00 cash 
prize and trophy, while all contestants also 
received customized jackets, bags with 
school supplies and consolation prizes from 
the provincial government. 

6. Launching of Donate a Toy Project. During 
the conduct of the Isabela’s Got Talent Kids 
Edition on November 29, 2024 at the GFNDy 
Hall, Provincial Capitol, Alibagu, City of 
Ilagan, Isabela, the Donate a Toy Project was 
launched. The students in the Provincial 
Model Day Care Center, and the residents of 
the four (4) Residential Care Facilities, 
namely: Lingap Center, Women and Children 
Protection Center, Isabela School for the 
Deaf Center, and Isabela School for the 
Blind, will benefit from this project.
