• Psychometricians Ms. Salmos and Ms. Ballesteros conducted 
two (2) group dynamics to all residents except the two (2) 
babies. 

• One (1) client was referred for checkup to a Psychiatrist, Doc. 
Ethel Maureen Pagaddu.  Provision of free consulta�on and 
medicine was provided to client.  

• There are seven (7) residents par�cipated in group counseling 
of Doc. Charibel Matalang, Psychologist. 

• Four (4) residents have undergone individual counseling 
conducted by the Mental Health Prac��oners, Ms. Salmos & 
Ms. Ballesteros.  

• At least two sessions on group dynamics were provided to all 
residents, conducted by the Mental Health 
Prac��oners/Psychometrician.

• For CY 2023-2024, two (2) residents have sa�sfactorily 
completed the requirements of Elementary curriculum and 
Alterna�ve Learning System (ALS), one (1) resident graduated 
in Senior High School and two (2) residents have finished High 
School and received With Honors.   

• Thirteen (13) residents have atended Moving-Up/Recogni�on 
Day of Alibagu Elementary School and Alibagu Na�onal High 
School with Conduct Award, Happy Helper, Sparkler, and 
Batang Masigasig.  

• Provision of daily school needs including other expenses for 
projects were provided to eighteen (18) learners enrolled in

• Three (3) residents have provided with free consulta�on to 
Physician - EENT, Psychiatrist, and Surgeon. 

• Four residents were isolated due to cough, cold, fever, 
headache and sore throat with provision of free medicines and 
vitamins likewise con�nuous monitoring from the In-house 
Nurse, Ms. Lady Vanessa Lagasca. 

• Provided health care with provision of medicines to one (1) 
resident Baby with mouth sore, four (4) residents having 
abdominal cramping, three residents with epigastric pain. 

• Provision of free laboratory and urinalysis from the FNDM 
Hospital was provided to client. 

• As part of health awareness of all residents, In-house Nurse 
conducted two sessions on health care: Menstrual Cycle & 
Seizure Disorder. 

• One client was brought to a Psychiatrist for follow-up checkup 
and advised for con�nuously intake medicine (35 days) as 
prescribed, diagnosed to have Adjustment Disorder.
